Faced with this challenge, fresh expressions of church
and imaginative leadership are emerging that offer hope and imagination for
relationships, neighborhoods, and communities of faith. The course will explore
discipleship and ministry in a VUCAH world (volatile, uncertain, chaotic, ambiguous,
hyperconnected).

This course was originally scheduled to be held in conjunction with the New and
Renew Conference, which has since been canceled. However, the course has been
restructured to proceed independently, ensuring continued participation and
engagement. 

Stan Dueck, an ordained minister and the Director of Organizational Leadership with
Discipleship and Leadership Formation of the Church of the Brethren, is a consultant,
coach, mentor, teacher, and strategic advisor. His diverse roles reflect his deep
expertise and versatility.
