tears, and wiped them with the 
hair of her head; and she kissed 
His feet and anointed them with 
the fragrant oil.

       served, but Lazarus sat at the 
table with Jesus. 

 
John 12:3  Then  

MARY 
took a pound of very costly oil 
of spikenard, anointed the FEET of 
Jesus, and wiped His FEET with her 
hair. And the house was filled with 
the fragrance of the oil.
